1.5 Monitoring and Revising the Plan

The Neighbourhood Plan will be reviewed following the publication of the Joint Local Plan
and thenmonitored by the Parish Council attervals during the plan life, adopting a similar
cycle to theJoint Local Plan,e. Every 3 to 5 years as apjiate. Any revisions that are
required due to significant changes will bederpinned by an updated evidence base and
be subject to consultation witmesidents businesses and other stakeholders.

1.6 Neighbourhood Plan Process

Neighbourhood plans must be based on relevant evidence about the neighbaiidfu@a
and must reflect the views of the local communityheTParish Council has therefore been
careful to gather the necessary evidence to inform the Neighbourhood Plan and to underpin

the policies in it.

The Neighbourhood Plan itself has been led by theggerheadsNeighbourhood
Development Plan Steering Gmuwhich is made up of Parish Councillors and Parishioners
In producing the Neighbourhood Planthe Steeing Group has been supported by
neighbourhood planning specialists, Urban Vision EnterpriseAelidmand a specialist in
community engagementAndy Perkin Throughout the process the Steering Group has
liaised with Newcastle under Lym&orough Council, whichas provided advice on key

issues such as strategic local polcyl housing needs

TheParish Counchasorganised and delivered many infoal consultation events to gauge
local opinion at key stages in the production of the Neighbourhood Plan. In additicaft
Neighbourhood Plan &s the subject of a 6veek period of statutory consultation

(Regulation 14)
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After this formal consultatio period the Neighbourhood Plan Grouponsideed all the
representations received and decdidhow to respond to them. This includemaking
appropriate modifications to the draft Neighbourhood Plan. isThthe amended
Neighbourhood Plan will then be subneitt to Newcastleunder LymeBorough Council,
along with a Consultation Statement and a Basic Conditions Statement, explaining how the

Neighbourhood Plan satisfies the defined legal requirements.

It is theBoroughCounci® duty to check whether the Neighbrhood Plan has followed the
proper legal process and that mheets the basic conditions If the BoroughCouncil is

satisfied in this regard, then thBoroughCouncil willpublicisethe Neighbourhood Plan and
invite representations from the public andofn statutory consultees. At this stage

comments must focus on whether the Neighbourhood Plan satisfies the basic conditions.

Newcastle under Lyme Borough Council will appoint an independent examjném
agreement with the Parish Coundi, considerwhether the Neighbourhood Plameets the

basic conditions

The independent examiner will prepare a repdor the Borough Council. The Borough
Council must considevhetherthe Neighbourhood Plan megthe basic conditionswith or
without modifications If the Borough Councfinds the Neighbourhood Plameets the basic
conditions with modifications if necessaryhen it will arrange for a referendum to take
place. All people on the electoral register who live in the Neighbourhood Awaisii of

Loggerheds) will be entitled to vote in the referendum.

If more than 50% of the votes cast support the Neighbourhood Plan, therBtiteugh
Council willmake pring into forcg the NeighbourhoodPlan through a simple resolution of

the BoroughCouncil.

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Section 3Context and General Data

3.1 History of the Parish of Loggerheads

The Parish of Loggezhds was formed in 1984 as a resulttbé Local Government boundary
review. The three parishes of Tyrley, Mucklestone and Ashley were merged into one and this
ended an era in locagjovernment, whiclcommenced with the original act of 1894. The history of
the villages and hamlets within the Parish goes back much furtherarchaeological evidence,
mostly from stray finds, suggests human activity from the Neoli¢hBronze Age androm the
ancient site of the Roman Courtyard Villa (late first centuryHaies, to the site of the 15

Century Battle of Blore Heath and more recently the Sanatorium at Loggerheads.

3.2 Srategic Context

Loggerheads is a civil parish4¥790 hectaresith a population in 2011 of 4,480ving in 1,860
households It is Iacated on the southerrmost edge of Newcastle under Lyme Borough, in the
county of Staffordshire. It makes up22.7% of the borougl® acreage and 3% of its population.

The rural villages, with limited local employment, make it a residential commuter base wit
reasonableroad links to centres of employment in Stoke, Crewe, Stafford and further afield. The
A53 runs through the parish from North Staffordshire to Shropshire. The south east border of the
parish is the county boundary and the Shropshire UnionaCaifhe area is mainly agricultural
land, with some largdracts of woodland. There is a small scale retail centre in Loggerheads

village. The area is abundant with well used public footpaths and horse tracks.

3.3 Environmental Characteristics

3.3.1 Settlement Features

The villages of Mucklestone, Knighton, Hales and Ashley have developed over centuries and
residents are keen tensurethat significant developments in these areas woatthance and not

be detrimental to the heritage and landscape tjtyaof the area. Loggerheaddllagehas ®en
significant growth in the past 20 years and residents are keen to see that a measured pace of
growth continues so that village services and infrastructure can keep up with demand.
Loggerheadsillage clearly developed along the main roads to settlements in Newcastle and

Shrewsbury.
